· Keep track of those in my group at rest stops and during scheduled activities when off the bus.  Report to the Bus Captains when all your students are back together and on the bus. 
· Be respectful to all those I am traveling with and give clear directions to those in my group.
· Be sure to address any misbehavior of my students as soon as I am aware of it, like swearing, using obscenities, not being cooperative with each other, not being cooperative with quiet time on the bus and/or at the host church, etc. 
· Do my best at caring for anyone in my group who is not feeling well.  I will let my Bus Captains know of the situation.  The Bus Captains call the first emergency contact person and the second, if necessary, for the one who is ill and ask for additional advice on how to handle the situation.  In addition, the Bus Captains will notify LIFESPAN of the situation by calling Diane Trombley.  She will intervene if necessary.
· Look after those students in my group at the host church on Friday evening and make sure they are in the proper areas for eating, socializing, and sleeping when it is time for lights out.  Students must not wander in areas that they are not supposed to be in and Chaperones should not be sleeping before lights out.  Chaperones should be sure their students are in the proper place at the proper time.  The only exception for the Chaperone is due to illness of some kind – he/she can work it out with another Chaperone to keep an eye on his/her students temporarily.  If needed, a Bus Captain can step in to help.
· Remind those in my group that they must wear their LIFEPSAN beanie hat for identification purposes when they are at the March for Life and at any other outdoor activity.  
· Follow the itinerary LIFESPAN has set up while on the trip, unless circumstances beyond our control cause a need to change things up while we are in DC, like weather, high security, etc.

· Leave my cell phone on and charged during the trip so communication is left open between me and my group.  
· Be sure that those students in my group notify those who are picking them up at least 1 hour before arrival back home and verify the time with them.  Be sure that NO student in my group is left alone at the drop off location after returning home (Livonia or Troy).  I will wait until all students in my group have been picked up before I leave.  
· To attend the LIFESPAN Leader Meetings before the trip – First one is scheduled for Saturday, November 18th from 10:30-12:30 p.m. and second one is scheduled for Saturday, January 6th from 10:30-12:30 p.m. (both at Saints Cyril and Methodius Slovak Catholic Church in Sterling Heights, near the northwest corner of 18 Mile and Ryan Roads).  More details will be given to all Leaders before the meetings.
