Statistical data collecting bodies generally publish findings for any given year several years after the events.  So to with abortions statistics.  The National Right to Life Committee, Inc has recently published their State of Abortion in the United States.  Using data from the Guttmacher Institute, the US Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (published latest findings for 2014).  In 2014, there were 1509 more abortions than previous. Michigan’s abortion rate rose 0.8 percent and its abortion ratio increased bay 12 for every 1000 live births. It appears we must work harder.
