Ashley herself has quite a story to tell about her own birth and when asked if she would take the role she immediately said yes in spite of the personal cost to her.  “I knew from the very beginning, they warned me, they said, “You’re probably gonna get blacklisted.  This could end your career.” I said, “I don’t care. It’s worth it.”

We all need to stand tall and proudly let others know we are pro-life and ask for their help.  The second thing we all need to go is to see UNPLANNED.
